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Abstract

The research study focuses on developing the Leaming environment, Impulse, Facilitator,
Practice, Progress (LIFPP) learning management model, emphasizing the use of technology to enhance
learing for students in the first year of vocational education in Business Computer Studies. The study
has four main objectives: 1) To create and develop the LIFPP learning management model with an
emphasis on using technology to improve the leaming of first-year vocational students in Business
Computer Studies. 2) To evaluate the LIFPP learming management model with an emphasis on using
technology to enhance leaming for first-year vocational students in Business Computer Studies. 3) To
study the effectiveness of the LIFPP learming management model with an emphasis on using technology
to improve learning for first-year vocational students in Business Computer Studies. 4) To assess and
emphasis the LIFPP learming management model on using technology and to enhance learning, for first-
year vocational students in Business Computer Studies. 5) To study the satisfaction of first year
Vocational Certificate students in the field of Business Computer Program, who study using the LIFPP
learmning management model, emphasizing the use of technology media to develop learning.The
research process is divided into four steps: 1) Development: Create and develop the LIFPP learming
management model by reviewing relevant documents, theories, and research, as well as interviewing
ten experienced teachers (with at least five years of teaching) in the Word Processing subject from the
vocational education curriculum (revised in 2022) and studying the opinions of 78 students regarding
the use of technology in learning. 2) Evaluation: Review the draft of the LIFPP leaming management
model with input by two academics from Silapakorn University, One is computer science scholar from
Rajabhat University, and two specialized computer teachers from the Office of the Vocational Education
Commission.. Effectiveness 3) Study: Investigate the effectiveness of the developed LIFPP learning
management model. 4) Assessment: Assess the LIFPP learing management model by comparing the
academic performance of the experimental group and the control group, and evaluating the work of
the experimental group to ensure that they meet the learning achievement criterion of 70%

The findings of the study can be summarized as follows:

1. The learning management model emphasizing the use of technology to enhance the leaming

of first-year vocational students in Business Computer Studies consists of several elements: creating a



flexible leamning environment, generating motivation and interest in learning, facilitating leaming,
providing practice opportunities, and ensuring progress (LIFPP).

2. The LIFPP learmning management model, focusing on the use of technology to enhance
learning for first-year vocational students in Business Computer Studies, demonstrates high levels of
accuracy, consistency, feasibility, and overall usefulness.

3. The developed LIFPP learning management model, emphasizing the use of technology,
exhibits a performance level exceeding the established criteria of 80/80, with E1/E2 values of 86.08 and
81.26, respectively.

4. The experimental group of students utilizing the LIFPP learning management model with a
focus on technology showed higher academic achievement compared to the control group that
followed traditional learming methods. The experimental group achieved an average score of 80.04%,
surpassing the 70%

5. Students are highly satisfied with the LIFPP learning management model, which emphasizes
the use of technology media to develop leaming, with an average score of 4.64 and a standard deviation

of 0.52.
